2. TO ELECT AN INTERNAL AUDITOR.

It was agreed that the Clerk would approach David Fitzmaurce to see it he wished to continue for another year as internal auditor.  

3. TO Appoint CommitteeS AND SUB COMMITTEES
3.1 All Councillors were asked to complete or update their Register of Interest forms if any changes had arisen.

3.1.1  It was confirmed that Cllr Jesty would continue as Chairman for Holnest Parish Meeting, Cllr Williams for Lillington and Leweston Parish Meeting and Cllr Baldock for Longburton Parish Meeting.

It was felt that there was no requirement for a DAPTC representative from Cam Vale Parish Council.  

3.3 The Longburton Depot Development Site group has disbanded, however Tom Gilchrist will be reviewing the process of the sale of the depot site and the new Village Hall planning application and will report back to Council as matters develop.   .  

3.4 Cllr Baldock will continue to monitor the Parish Plan for the Council.  

3.5 It was agreed that Cllr Baldock would continue as link Councillor for the Old Village Hall.  Cllr Williams, Cllr Kell and Cllr Baldock with Tom Gilchrist will continue to review the applications for the New Village Hall.

7. Report on the proceedings of the Annual Parish Meetings from the respective Chairman and matters arising to bring to the attention of the Parish Council for a decision on further action and other committees.
7.1 Each Chairman outlined their reports from their respective Annual Village Meetings.  Cllr Jesty for Holnest, Cllr Williams for Lillington and Leweston and Tom Gilchrist reported from Longburton.  Minutes of these meetings are on the website.  Any issue raised at the meeting have been brought to the full council.

7.2 Report from the Joint Parishes Field Mgmt Committee - Cllr Jesty outlined the minutes (which are also available on the website).  The Clerk further explained issues surrounding the insurance for the field and issues of ownership of the land.  The internal auditor had asked that Councillors understood their responsibilities regarding the field and any financial implications associated with it.  It was agreed that Cllr Jesty would make enquiries and bring to the next meeting any actions required.

8.1 Financial accounts have been reviewed by David Fitzmaurice for the internal audit. .

2. LONGBURTON VILLAGE HALL 
12.1
Former Longburton Depot - section 106 planning agreement was discussed.  A new ecology report has been requested and a request for a delay in the delivery of the community facilities until later in the development of the site.  It had also been suggested that the play area land be given to the Parish Council to develop independently.  It was agreed that a meeting with the developer, DCC and Cam Vale PC to seek clarification from the vendor be arranged.  This would allow the Parish Council to make an informed decision.

Councillors agreed that any alterations to the S106 can be signed off by Councillors, in the Steering Group outside of the Full Council and reported back to Council.  Councillors on the Steering Group will consist of Cllr Kell, Cllr Williams, Cllr Baldock.  
3. PARISH PLAN MONITORING
13.1
Cllr Baldock reported that at Action point 9 – “explore the possibility of Size and  Weight restriction along A352”.  Cllr Baldock has contacted Paul Thatcher who has sent a link to information that indicates that no weight restriction will be put on A or B class roads. Do not understand this – relevance of weight v. width?? Cllr Baldock also reported that Traffic calming at the Pinch point by the pub would not be considered by Highways unless there are reports of significant collisions, there had been no reports in the last five years.

4. UPDATE OF FINGER POST SIGNS IN LILLINGTON

Cllr Williams has made further enquiries into the purchasing of fingerpost signs for Lillington, to stop lorries being sent through the village unnecessarily.  He has received a single quotation from Normtec, as recommended by DCC, in the region of £800.  There was further discussion on the costs and ways to reduce costs.  It was agreed that Cllr Williams would get 1 further quotation.  In principal the Parish Council were prepared to support further payment up to £725 towards the purchase of the fingerposts. 6. WAR MEMORIAL UPDATE 
16.1 Tom Gilchrist updated the meeting with regards to the War Memorial.  There are a couple of possibilities.  1/ Brass plate attached to the church wall, potential cost in the region of £700 plus planning permission from the church.  2/ A stone set in the ground – potential cost £1650 plus the cost of a WDDC planning application.  Tom Gilchrist to discuss option 1 with the Vicar and if the planning issue cannot be resolved discuss the way forward with the chairman.  There is a visit by the Archdeacon on the 25th July which may be an appropriate opportunity to discuss the memorial and placing within the church grounds.  A further option may be to raise the matter with Paul Taylor - Tom Gilchrist to liaise with Cllr Jesty regarding Paul Taylor's details.

Mr Kerr as the coordinator of home watch has requested 2 home watch signs to be erected.  Cllr Baldock has requested a quote from Highways but no response so far, he will chase the sign shop for quotation.

8. PARISH COUNCIL NOTICEBOARDS

Cllr Baldock reported that at the request of Southern Electricity he removed one noticeboard that was attached to their  Sub station fence and stored it in his garage as a temporary measure..  They have indicated that it should not be refitted.  It was agreed that Cllr Baldock will draft a request for the Clerk to send, requesting permission to have the noticeboard refitted or if not agreeable ask if Southern Electric could provide a plan of underground cables so that a noticeboard can be erected nearby.
