4.1 It was resolved "THAT THE MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD 19th JANUARY 2017 BE APPROVED AND SIGNED BY CHAIRMAN with the amendment of 4 members of the public not 3.  Approved unanimously.

DEPOT SITE UPDATE

4.1
Mr P Scarlett gave a short update on development of the Depo Site.  He outlined the history and planning process.  The site is on the market and in late autumn the best bids were reviewed.  There were two bids.  Astor was selected as the best financially and the company is registered as a social landlord.  The scheme put forward is a mixture of affordable rental and shared equity.  22 units, 6 affordable with the remaining 16 as shared equity.  The organisation has taken on board the concept of a play area for the community and space for a village hall and the proposed plans have incorporated a village hall.  The matter is with the solicitors awaiting exchange of contract.  The proposal of 22 units is greater than originally given in the outline planning permission.  The uplift in value of site would be shared 50/50 with the CC and PC after costs.  Final calculations have not been completed but there is a potential of approximately £225,000 for the Parish Council to consider future projects.  

Cllr Jesty asked about parking.  There is 1 space per residence and spaces allocated for the hall and play park.  
It was agreed that the PC needed to discuss further plans with the planning department and Astor as soon as possible.  Peter Scarlett will provide a point of contact for further discussions on potential of village hall development.    
Councillors discussed the cost of building a new village hall and the various options and timescales that were open to the PC, considering that the site development was potentially starting in early autumn of this year.    

Mr Lowe commented positively adding that if the PC were considering a new village hall then the new building needed to be larger than the present one to accommodate different facilities to attract villagers.
The PC gave thanks to Cllr Gilchrist, Peter Scarlett and DCllr Legg for all their hard work in getting the project to this level.

It was suggested that advice and expertise should be sought from Leigh Village Hall Committee as many of the issues they faced, the potential new project will encounter.

· Meeting to be arranged between Cllr Gilchrist, Cllr Williams and planners.

· From the village meeting identify 6-12 people to lead a New Village Hall working group.

He has done a pre application with planning and received quotations for re cutting.  However, both experts advised that the stone was not of a good enough condition to be re-cut.  The best course of action would be to arrange for a plaque to be positioned on the wall beside or behind the monument with the names displayed.  Permission would be required from the ecclesiastical authority as the wall belongs to the church.  Cllr Gilchrist will investigate and send a report back to the next meeting.
