Early Consultation on Proposed Solar Farm in Cam Vale 


Simon Holt, Business Developer, Voltalia UK Ltd spoke regarding plans for construction of a solar park.  This was very early days, he has already met with a number of residents to discuss the project.  There have been several ecological surveys completed so far.  They are looking to submit plans in September.  Leaflets will be circulated and community events for residents to ask questions will be arranged in July/August.  Details will be made available on their website www.voltalia.com .  Simon circulated a draft of the leaflet that will be circulated for Councillors and residents to see.  The plan will be over 180 acres and the position is under a Grid line so power will be easily accessed. Voltalia is a French company that have built 22 parks in the UK and operate 14 Solar Parks at present.  They provide support for a new wave of Greenfield developments.  Mr Holt will send a map and link for the Parish Council to upload onto their website for residents to review.  

The public expressed considerable reservations regarding the development with regards to destruction of scenic views.   

Members of the public will be able to comment on any planning applications through the dorsetforyou website planning portal.  Details of the application number etc will be available on the CamVale Parish Council website.
