1. Apologies for Absence - Dawn Preston. 
2.  Minutes of the meeting held on 17/4/18 and Matters Arising – the minutes were read out and unanimously agreed and signed by the Chairman.

3.  Report to parishioners by Holnest Representative on Cam Vale Parish Council of council activities.


Cllr Paul Jesty reported that issues that needed reviewing were the ditch by the bus stop which needed some piping and hard-core being put down.  The cost of this would be in the region of £360.  Repairs to the noticeboard, costing in the region of £75.  There was a discussion regarding money from the Berkeley field account being used as a donation to the village hall or this donation coming from the Holnest PC.


Clive Jesty indicated that offices for Berekley Field and Village Hall needed to be elected.  He informed the Clerk that it was within the constitution that these roles are elected by the Parish Council.  The Clerk indicated that she had no copies of any constitution to support this, neither did she have any paperwork associated with Berekley Field Trust apart from the contract for Graham Sargent to manage the Field.  Graham Sargent kindly provided a copy of the Berkeley Field Constitution to the Clerk and agreed to forward a land registry certificate which indicates ownership of Cam Vale Parish Council and the Parish Trustees fo Glanvilles Wooton.

It was agreed that Brenda Evans would continue as the Village Hall Representative.


It was agreed that the 4 representatives for the Berkeley Field Trust to represent Holnest Parish would be Martin Preston, Graham Sargent, Ken Barton and Paul Jesty.

5.
Approval of Financial Accounts held by Holnest Parish.


There had been no expenditure from Holnest Parish account and stands at £2735.74.  Accounts approved.
6.
Management of finances held by Holnest Parish.


It was proposed that the Holnest Parish Account monies are transferred to Cam Vale Parish Council as they are public money and can be managed in accordance with the Financial Regulations adopted by Cam Vale Parish Council.  This money would be ring fenced for Holnest projects and would be overseen by the elected Holnest representatives on the Cam Vale Parish Council.  Proposed: Jenny Honeyset, 2nd: Alan Coffin.  Voted For: 6 Against: 2.  It was resolved that this would be brought to the next meeting of Cam Vale Parish Council.

 Matters of Interest


DCllr Penfold reported – that the unitary authority is now in place.  This has joined the district and county councils together to make one joined up authority.  This has reduced the number of Councillors to 82.  Clive Jesty indicated that more responsibility should be given to Parish Councils.
