9.1
Cllr Gilchrist updated the meeting that the depot site contract is due to be exchanged.
10
HOMEWATCH
10.1
Cllr Baldock reported that Jim Kerr has stood down as co-ordinator and Richard Robbins has taken this role on.  Cllr Williams to send an email of thanks to Jim Kerr for his hard work.

10.2
Cllr Baldock requested on behalf of the Neighbourhood watch team, that the PC purchase 2 neighbourhood watch signs, to be put onto back plates on posts that are already in place within Longburton.  The cost of this work would be £138.48. It was resolved “THAT CLLR BALDOCK WOULD TAKE THIS FORWARD AND INVOICE FOR £138.48 TO BE SENT TO CLERK.”  Proposed: Cllr Baldock. 2nd Cllr Williams.  Unanimously agreed.
11.
CAR PARKING AT KINGS CLOSE ENTRANCE
11.1
Cllr Baldock explained the issues behind the problems with parking at Kings Close entrance.

11.2
Brian Austin from the police had intended to attend the meeting to discuss road safety issues, but was not present.

11.3
Member of the public indicated the problems continued and were potentially a danger to road users.  The recent article in the magazine had made no significant difference.  There was concern that the new village hall would make it worse.  Further explanation of issues discussed.
11.4
Cllr Williams explained the limitations of the Parish Council.  Any action has to be within the limits of the law and so advice from the Police needs to be gained.  Cllr Baldock indicated that any obstruction should be reported by dialling 101.  Cllr Lonsdale will liaise with police Brian Austin and John Madocks (local resident) to attempt to resolve the problems.

PROBLEM WITH DRAINAGE FROM PROPERTY FOLLOWING HEAVY RAIN

12.1
Cllr Williams has responded directly to Paul Wright who raised this issue.  Wessex water has looked at the problem, but there is nothing significant that can be done.  Mr Wright has accepted that this is a problem in heavy rain and that there is nothing that the Parish Council can do.  However in the forthcoming planning application for the village hall, provision will be made to provide soak aways.

LONGBURTON TELEPHONE BOX

13.1
Cllr Baldock reported that the telephone box was damaged in July – 3 panels damaged.  The cost to repair using a BT recommended supplier - the panels, rivets and clips, is £72.22 plus VAT to supply parts and these would be fitted by volunteers.  It was resolved: THAT THE PARISH COUNCIL WOULD SUPPORT THE COST OF £72.22 PLUS VAT FOR THE TELEPHONE BOX REPAIRS.”  Proposed: Cllr Baldock.  2nd: Cllr Williams.  Unanimously agreed.

MARQUEE
14.1
From investigation the Parish Council do not hold the marquee on its register and therefore determine that it is not owned by the Parish Council so they have no responsibility with regards to its disposal.
15.
FUTURE OF SID
15.1
The Parish Council discussed the deployment of SID’s and the possible future deployments of the SID in our 3 Parishes.  It is proposed that 3 further SIDS provided by the police will be utilized across the 3 parishes.  The placement of these would require some work in the region of £800 which would be shared between all the parishes.  It was resolved THAT CLLR BALDOCK WOULD REVIEW THE SUGGESTIONS AND DISCUSS THE POSITIONING OF SIDS WITHIN LONGBURTON AND SEE IF A FURTHER SID COULD BE OBTAINED.   THE PARISH COUNCIL WOULD SUPPORT THE SUGGESTION OF COSTS ASSOCIATED WITH EXTRA DEPLOYMENT WITHIN THE BUDGET OF £300.  CLLR BALDOCK TO TAKE THE PROJECT FORWARD”.   Proposed: Cllr Baldock 2nd Cllr Jesty Unanimously agreed.   

15.2
Cllr Williams suggested that standard batteries should be purchased for the SID as these were obtainable under £15.  
15.3
The SID operative in Longburton is due to step down after the next 4 weeks rotation.  Cllr Baldock will place an article in the Longburton News for new volunteers.  

15.4
Cllr Lonsdale will discuss the SID’s position with the police contact.  
16.
LONGBURTON WAR MEMORIAL
16.1
Tom Gilchrist reported on developments of the war memorial.  A plaque has been put in place so that the names are now readable.  It was noted that the railings are in poor condition and could do with a paint.  It was suggested that the PC could support payment of this activity.  

16.2
Councillors discussed ownership of the memorial and rails with regards to the Asset Register and insurance. Tom Gilchrist to review documentation that indicates it is the PC responsibility. To discuss at the next meeting.

LONGBURTON NOTICE BOARD
17.1
Cllr Baldock updated the meeting with regards to the noticeboard positioning.  It is not possible to put it back on the railings.  It was resolved “THAT THE NOTICEBOARD WOULD BE POSITIONED ON TWO WOODEN POSTS AS THE CABLE PLANS ALLOW AT A COST OF £80.00.  CLLR BALDOCK TO ARRANGE“.  Proposed: Cllr Baldock 2nd: Cllr Williams, unanimously agreed.

Cllr Williams continues to investigate quotations.

VILLAGE HALL UPDATE

19.1
Pre-application for the building of the village hall has been sent in and a positive response received.  Good advice given with regards to synchronising the two applications which would make the plans of the old village hall more agreeable. Tony Kimber will produce another set of drawings for the new application.  It was felt that there may be a need for an architect to draw up plans for the new village hall.

HIGHWAYS & GENERAL ISSUES RAISED BY THE PUBLIC.

21.1
A Longburton resident asked for a warning of speed reduction prior to 30 mph speed sign. Cllr Williams indicated Highways will not spend money unless clear evidence of accidents and fatalities.
21.2
There was a request for a sign by the Public footpath crossing from Newcross.  It was agreed that the positioning of the SIDs may negate the need for this.   
21.3
It was reported that Quarry Road is in a poor state of repair.  Residents were encouraged to report on the dorsetforyou website.
21.4
Cllr Baldock reported to the meeting that there was a new online collision report form that can be used by the public, access through the dorsetforyou website..  Any member of the public can log onto the website and report.  These will be reviewed and taken into consideration for road safety.
21.5
Cllr Jesty reported on the A352 Holnest to Hermitage Road after Ryhmehorn Farm and before Providence Place, a large deep depression.  The Clerk to report on the doresetforyou website.

Cllr Jesty reported on Church Bridge A352 at Holnest Church a new vehicular access has been made from the field opposite Holnest Church.  The public footpath bridge and stile have also been removed.  The Clerk to report to planning to see if this is an enforcement issue.
