Mark Ashley Miller thanked the PC for their objections to the Solar Plan. He asked “what proactive planning moving forward were the PC intending?”  The Parish Council have been liaising with DC Planners who have not been forthcoming and CCllr Penfold, who informed the meeting that no site visits were expected due to current COVID situation.  She said that validation of applications is taking time and as soon as anything happens with the application she will inform the PC.    
9. FINANCIAL MATTERS
9.1 The Financial accounts have been reviewed by the internal auditor who highlighted issues with the Berkeley Field account and Holnest PC accounts.  Due to COVID the Clerk has been unable to contact Trust members and obtain financial records from both organisations, Cllr Jesty was asked to investigate and to encourage both organisations to put their financial governance under the management of Cam Vale PC.  He agreed to report back soon.

The S106 Deed of Variation has been amended and signed; this allows a delay of provision of the Play Area so that we can use the space for contractor’s porta cabins. CVPC will provide the play area on completion of the build.  Tender documents are being put together  and the announcement of the tender will go on the government website complying with the appropriate governance.  A survey is underway and then the land transfer documents will be signed.  Tom Gilchrist reiterated that until all the tenders have been returned  the committee could not be sure of likely expenditure.  Nothing would be signed until full presentation and approval of the hall was made to the Parish Council.
