2. Apologies for absence – Cllr Kell 
3. Declarations of INTEREST
4. To approve and sign the Minutes

4.1 It was resolved "THAT THE MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD 13TH SEPTEMBER 2018 BE APPROVED AND SIGNED BY CHAIRMAN”. With amendment at 6.1  We have agreed to update the Minutes to remove reference to Dene Close (with apologies) and further it was agreed that both Mr Wright and Mr Seward would receive strong CVPC support should the need arise to contact Wessex Water in the future on this issue"  Proposed:  Cllr Loose, 2nd Cllr Jesty Unanimously approved.
5. solar park at Higher Stockbridge Farm PRESENTATION FROM SIMON HOLT


Simon Holt, of Voltali, spoke on the planned development. He gave a history of the consultation process and how they have taken on board some of the recommendations and comments received, in particular with regards to the position of the solar panels in relation to housing.  new designs are on the website.  The comments process is still open and they are still collecting comments from the public and will feed into their planning process.  The website is the main form of communication.  He has had a site visit with Cllr Williams and issues arisen from this are being reviewed.  Photomontage material was requested so that the visual impact of the design will be more easily seen.  The application is still some way off yet; they remain in the design stage.  It is hoped that a Planning Application might be available to be submitted by the end of the year.  They are looking at the information gap at present regarding the environment. 

Michael Gates, Holmbushes Farm – spoke on the development being a large project that will transform the nature of the valley running southwards.  the development is considerably larger (4X) than a recent development near Ryme Intrinseca which has been reported as an industrial scale project.  Views from footpaths will be spoilt by solar panels.  The plans indicate that the bridleway will be moved to such an area that will be problematic for horses and will not be workable.  Simon Holt agreed that this aspect of the design was wrong.  

Cllr Willoughby asked if the company offered compensation to people whose houses are being surrounding.  Simon Holt responded that there is no history of compensation for renewable infrastructure.  

Matt Cole of Bailey Ridge Farm asked if they had taken into consideration the visual impact of leaf coverage reduction in the winter months with regards to the view.  Simon Holt thought this was relevant and if West Dorset asked for more photos then they will consider it. 


Mr Cole of Bailey Ridge Farm reported that within the literature there is indication of hedge cover which is not in the control of developer’s control.  Simon Holt indicated that the developers would consider putting in a hedge of their own.


Mike Tizzard of Lower Farm, Lillington, spoke on the devaluation of his property as a result of this development.  If the panel positioning was within the lower level fields there would be less impact.  If the scale of the site was more appropriate to the area there would be less opposition.  Simon Holt responded that the developers are driven to the large schemes because the government subsidies that made smaller schemes viable have been withdrawn.to make them viable.  


Richard Pinney of Lillington asked what energy would be produced by this solar farm.  Simon Holt responded that their proposed 35 MWatt Installation could power in the region of 29.000 homes.  Richard Pinney felt that it was morally wrong for a small community to be disproportionately burdened with the production of electricity for an urban community.  

Cllr Williams explained that residents, if concerned, need to submit their comments initially to the Developer via their website, then once an Application has been submitted via the Dorsetforyou website to WDDC Planners and, if the Application goes to Committee, then to attend and speak.  

Fiona Ashley Miller of Higher Lillington, asked when can we be most influential, is it  at this stage or further down the line when planning goes in?  Simon Holt indicated he would welcome responses now.  Once planning had been submitted there would only be minor changes that could be made, not to the size of the development 


DCllr Robin Legg indicated that as a Planning Committee member he cannot comment on the application.  However, he indicated that with the changes in the unitary authority there would likely be delays in the planning process so Mr Holts anticipated planning application could well be delayed. 


Fiona Ashley Miller asked how long it would take them to start construction after receiving planning permission.  Simon Holt was hoping that installation would be completed in the summer of 2020. 

Cllr Williams said, from his discussions with those mainly affected by the proposed development, that broadly they did not seem to be against solar power but were very concerned about the scale and positioning of the arrays on the hillsides above the lowland.

Mike Tizzard emphasised that as a community they needed to be heard and needed to be collectively ready to oppose this development. 

Cllr Williams thanked  Simon Holt for coming to update us and to those who attended this part of the Meeting before they departed. 
6. MATTERS RAISED BY MEMBERS OF THE PUBLIC
7. FINANCIAL MATTERS & GRANTS
7.1 Cllr Henderson has agreed to support the Clerk as the Finance Officer (without responsibility) to review income and expenditure and all matters financial so that he can be in a position to make recommendations to fellow Councillors.

7.2 Financial Regulations were reviewed.  Cllr Williams asked that the Financial Regulations be updated to reflect the work that is going to be required for the development of the new Village Hall.  Cllr Baldock asked that consideration of online banking be taken into account.  Cllr Loader and Cllr Henderson will review the regulations and consult with Cllr Williams in relation to the Village Hall Committee.  These can then be circulated and agreed at the next meeting.
7.3 Cllr Williams outlined that potentially we may be short of £75,000 with regards to funding for the new village hall.  It was possible that this money could be raised by one of 3 ways, one of which was via the precept over 5 or 10 years.  The budget was reviewed and considerations of spending were discussed.   Councillors approved a demand of precept of £10,000 – an increase by some 2%.  Proposed: Cllr Willoughby, 2nd Cllr Loader. Unanimously agreed.  The Clerk to submit application by 31st January 2018.  
7.4 Clerk’s salary for 2 months - £794.64.  Proposed: Cllr Loose, 2nd: Cllr Jesty Unanimously agreed.  

7.5 Clerks invoice for 2 months expenses £44.00. Proposed: Cllr Williams, 2nd: Cllr Willoughby. Unanimously agreed.  
7.6 VAT reclaim system has changed, Clerk to assess and apply online. Cllr Williams is seeking advice from DAPTC regarding VAT liability, or not, for the new build Village Hall.
7.7 Cllr Williams and Cllr Lonsdale are currently signatories/endorsers to payments set up by the Clerk and Cllr Henderson and Cllr Kell are in the process of being approved to do so.  The principle is that the Clerk can set up payments but is not able to authorise.  2 Councillors need to authorise payments. 
7.8 John Lowe’s payment of £20.00 fee and £3.20 parking for attendance at Dorset Funding Fair on 18/10/18 for NP- unanimously approved and cheque issued.
7.9 £4,800 for precept received into account.

7.10 BT phone box added to insurance policy with no extra cost.

7.11 Thanks from Gwenda Brocklehurst for £50 grant to the Garden Club for maintenance of the War Memorial.  Councillors unanimously confirmed that this would be a yearly contribution.
7.12 Invoice from printing from Longburton Magazine £48.46 due.  Proposed:  Cllr Williams, 2nd Cllr Loader Unanimously agreed. 
7.13 Parish and Town Council – election recharges email circulated.  Cllr Baldock ask if this should be considered with regards to precept.  It was agreed that this cost if arose could be absorbed.

DEPOT SITE UPDATE

9.1
Tom Gilchrist updated Councillors on progress for the new Village Hall. Our architect put together a potential plan with elevation drawings for a meeting with senior WDDC Planners.  They liked the concept but suggested we amend to go for a simpler design with cladding and rendered block to blend in with that approved for the Astor development. We were gratified by their support and encouragement for the project. Planning permission for the change of use to residential of the existing hall and building of the new hall to go in together. A Steering Group Treasurer has been appointed to the committee to co-ordinate the funding.  We are considering design options ie do we need a lift?  Looking at different options.  John Lowe reported on the recent Cam Vale wide survey where we received over 30% response with a 96% positive response.  84% thought that a separate function room was needed.  People were also supportive of the way the old hall was being run.  We are planning an open day with a model of the new village hall to generate enthusiasm.

Cllr Williams reported that the Steering Group are going to obtain quotations from builders on the plans to ascertain the potential cost and then possibly the plans will have to be altered to meet the finances. Post Meeting Note: At this point Cllrs Coombes and Loose input will be particularly valuable.

John Lowe praised the efforts of the PC in enthusing the village in the development of the village hall.

HIGHWAYS & GENERAL ISSUES RAISED BY THE PUBLIC.

Accidents/speeding on the A352 near Holnest – Briefing by Mike Potter who is Manager of the Collision Reduction Team.  Their role is to look at where crashes happen and what can be done to prevent these crashes.  Reported that some vegetation and realigned signs has been completed on the A352.  The Collision history since this work has been done, up to the end of June, shows no reported damage.  This is not to say it has not happened but that it has not been reported.  On the DCC websites and the police website there is a facility to report.  They are working in partnership with other organisations to establish a road safe campaign, encouraging user responsibility.  Members of the public can raise speed complaints – search Dorset road safe.  dorsetroadsafe@pnn.police.uk.  Differing solutions were discussed but no practical solution identified.  Cllr Clegg asked that a longer history of accident history should be considered.  Mike Potter will send information with a link to go on the PC website.
