1. Apologies for absence –  Cllr Squires, CCllr Loder

2. Declarations of INTEREST – Cllr Jones, Planning app:-WD/D/14/001841.
3. To approve and sign the Minutes
3.1 It was resolved "THAT THE MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD 17TH JULY 2014 BE APPROVED AND SIGNED BY CHAIRMAN”.  Proposed: Cllr Coffin. 2nd: Cllr Gilchrist.  Voted For: Unanimous.
3.2 Cllr Paterson indicated that she would be resigning from the Council following this meeting as she will be moving out of the area.  Thanks for her hard work was given.

4. MATTERS RAISED BY MEMBERS OF THE PUBLIC
4.1 CCllr Bevan presented copies of the Corporate Plan 2014-2015, a simplified version for Councillors to digest.  Please direct any questions to CCllr Bevan.CCllr Bevan reported on Boundary changes.  The Boundary Commission is looking at changes next year with regards to County changes which will come into force in May 2017.  45 County Councillors, no plans to reduce the number but intention to increase by 1 in Christchurch due to a growing population.  

4.2 Cllr Bevan indicated that changes in the field of Adult and Social Care –Savings of £26.9 million are needed to be made.  The idea is for a LATC (Local Authority Trading Company) to be formed.  They have been asked to come up with a business case.  This is not privatisation, though experienced private individuals will be brought in, there will be an executive board overseeing the process.  This will be monitored by a shareholder board of 5 elected councillors.  It will be in place for 5 years.  Consultation from now to July next year.  CCllr Bevan has reservations and therefore will be closely scrutinizing the process.  Councillors voiced similar concerns.

4.3 Cllr Gilchrist informed Cllr Bevan that the NDO was in development and asked for his support with regards to concerns expressed by the community about the safety of the highway assess to the site.

5. STANDING ORDERS 
5.1 It was resolved that the reviewed standings orders be adopted.  Proposed: Cllr Gilchrist, 2nd Cllr Regan: Voted For: Unanimous.
6. FINANCIAL MATTERS & GRANTS
6.1 Accounts forecast and budget agreed with the addition of a note indicating ring fencing NDO monies which will have to be returned if not spent.  Budget to be agreed at the November meeting.  Suggested figures to be circulated.  Then Councillors to make recommendations to Cllr Regan who will lead and produce draft budget for Nov meeting.

6.2 Cam Vale Financial Regulations to be adopted.  Cllr Gilchrist , 2nd Cllr Jesty Voted For: Unanimous.  

6.3 Letter received from Bridget Travers with comments on the DAPTC model financial regulations.  Cllr Williams informed her that we were using a different model.

6.7 Cllr Williams has investigated the status of signatories on the 2 NatWest accounts, these are: - Cllr Williams, Cllr Jesty, Cllr Gilchrist, Cllr Squires.  Cllr Jones agreed to become a signatory in view of Cllr Squires leaving.

Councillors to review the website and come back to the next meeting with ideas of how it looks and how it could be improved.  As associated Councillor Richard Baldock has agreed to sign to abide by the Code of Conduct and sign the Registration of Interest forms.

10. REVIEW OF PARISH PLAN ACTION POINTS
10.1 Taken early as Cllr Patterson needed to leave.  

10.2 Update from Cllr Bevan relating to a public footpath/bridleway that was discussed last year with Sue Mc Gowan from Dorset CC. CCllr Bevan chased and it was indicated that Sue McGowan would come back to us.  The Clerk has not received any communication.  Cllr Patterson felt that this footpath issue related to an upgrade of a path to a cycle way.  It was felt that this change may create more trouble within the parish than would benefit the parish.  CCllr Bevan would investigate and let the Clerk know.
11. SNOW PLAN
11.1 Cllr Jesty promised to sort out his plough so that the parishes can claim their snow allowance.
11.2 DEPOT SITE UPDATECllr Gilchrist reported that the NDO was now in the Public consultation phase.  The NDO with supporting papers and plans were on display in the village hall and also at the pub and the church.  62 returns had been received to date, 58 valid, and all supporting the proposals (ie.100% support).  This level of return represents some 10% of the village population.  Wider consultation of 104 organisations is also in hand, 4 neutral responses received todate.  A Working Group meeting is planned for 9 October 2014 to evaluate responses.  In parallel with the NDO process DCC have undertaken to submit an Outline Planning Application, based on the NDO which should speed up the process considerably.  DCC plan to have this OPA submitted in Nov 2014. 

11.3 Letter from Jay Colman, Cameron Cole Land consultancy regarding Mr Curry’s interest in the Depot site development.  Cllr Gilchrist highlighted that comments have been sent to Mr Curry recently as a result of comments made at the public meeting and agreed to forward these to Cllr Williams.  Cllr Williams to respond to Jay Colman's letter.
