CAM VALE PARISH COUNCIL

Minutes for the  Annual Meeting of the Cam Vale Parish Council 
held on Thursday 29th May 2014 in Longburton Village Hall at 7.30 p.m.
PRESENT:  Cllr Squires, Cllr Williams, Cllr Gilchrist, Cllr Coffin, Cllr Jesty, Cllr Patterson, Cllr Reagan, DCllr Loder, the Clerk and members of the public.

1. TO ELECT THE Chairman FOR THE FORTHCOMING YEAR.

1.1
It was resolved “THAT NIGEL WILLIAMS WAS ELECTED AS CHAIRMAN FOR THE FORTHCOMING YEAR”.  Proposed: Cllr Gilchrist, 2nd: Cllr Squires.  Voted For: Unanimous.  Cllr Williams signed the declaration of acceptance and agreed to abide by the Code of Conduct.  He also indicated that he wished to stand for one year only.  He complemented Cllr Squires on all his hard work and reflected that he did not believe he would be able to dedicate the same amount of time  to the role that predecessors had given.  He asked that other members of the council took on areas of responsibility and help with the workload. 
2. to elect the VICE CHAIRMAN for the forthcoming year.
2.1
It was resolved “THAT CLLR GILCHRIST BE ELECTED AS VICE CHAIRMAN FOR THE FORTHCOMING YEAR”.  .  Cllr Gilchrist indicted that he had a high workload with regards to the depot site development and would be limited in his abilities to undertake a greater workload.  The concept of a member of the council to look at the finance for the Parish Council to support the Clerk was discussed and it was resolved “THAT CLLR REAGAN WOULD ACT AS A LINK ON FINANCE, FOR THE COUNCIL AND THE CLERK”.  The two resolutions were:- Proposed:  Cllr Williams.  2nd: Cllr Squires.  Voted For: Unanimous
3. TO ELECT AN INTERNAL AUDITOR.

3.1 David Fitzmaurice was happy to continue as internal auditor.  It was resolved “THAT DAVID FIZMAURICE WAS ELECTED AS INTERNAL AUDITOR FOR THE FORTHCOMING YEAR”.  Proposed: Cllr Squires, 2nd: Cllr Gilchrist.  Voted For: Unanimous.  
4. TO Appoint CommitteeS AND SUB COMMITTEES
4.1 
Points 4.1 to 4.6 were collectively voted for: -  It was resolved “THAT THE CHAIRMEN FOR THE ANNUAL PARISH MEETINGS WERE CLLR WILLIAMS FOR LILLINGTON & LEWESTON, CLLR JESTY FOR HOLNEST AND CLLR PATTERSON FOR LONBURTON, FOR THE FORTHCOMING YEAR”.

It was resolved “THAT THE DAPTC REPRESENTATIVE WAS CLLR COFFIN”.
4.3 
It was resolved “THAT THE parish council representative of the Longburton Depot Development Site WAS CLLR GILCHRIST.”
4.4 
It was confirmed that “CLLR PATTERSON WOULD MONITOR THE PARISH PLAN ACTIONS.”

4.5 
It was confirmed that Rights of Way Officers were George Tilly for Longburton, Charlie Boston for Lillington and Leweston and Clive Jesty for Holnest.
4.6 It was resolved that “CLLR JESTY AS CHAIRMAN OF HOLNEST PARISH MEETING IS EX OFFICO MEMBER ON THE SUB COMMITTEE OF BEREKLEY’S FIELD MANAGEMENT COMMITTEE”.  Bridget Travers outlined the regulations of the sub-committee of the Field Management Committee.

4.7 All above points were Proposed: Cllr Squires, 2nd: Cllr Gilchrist.  Voted For: Unanimous.  
5. Apologies for absence – DCllr Bevan
6. Declarations of Interest  - Cllr Squires with regards to Speed Watch.

7. To approve and sign the Minutes

7.1 It was resolved "THAT THE MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD 20th FEBUARY 2014 BE APPROVED AND SIGNED BY CHAIRMAN”. Proposed: Cllr Gilchrist, 2nd: Cllr Patterson.  Voted For: Unanimous. 
8. MATTERS RAISED BY MEMBERS OF THE PUBLIC
8.1 It was agreed to discuss point 14 here.  Richard Baldock who lives in Kings Close asked if the PC would object to him creating a Longburton village web page.  He explained his idea and previous experience and it was agreed that he would be given access to the Cam Vale website to review the layout and come to the next meeting with ideas of developing a specific webpage for Longburton. It was clearly stated that all content would be monitored by the Parish Council
9. Report on the proceedings of the Annual Parish Meetings from the respective Chairman and matters arising to bring to the attention of the Parish Council for a decision on further action and other committees.
9.1 Holnest – 17/4/14 – Cllr Jesty reported events from the Annual meeting (minutes are available on the website).
9.2 Lillington and Leweston - 10/04/14 – Cllr Williams report events from the Annual meeting (minutes are available on the website).  Particular thanks were given to Roland Skeats for his contribution to the area.  With regards to the planning at Lower Farm Cllr Williams was in discussion with the property owner and the planning department in the hope that a compromise acceptable to all could be achieved.
9.3 Longburton – 23/04/14 – Cllr Squires reported events from the Annual meeting (minutes are available on the website).  SAIL leaflets from Dorset Fire & Rescue had been received and these would be distributed via the Longburton News to individuals identified as in need.
9.4 Report from the Joint Parishes Field Management Committee 17/04/14 – Cllr Jesty reported events from the Annual meeting (minutes are available on the website).  A discussion regarding the financial and management of the field ensured.  The history of development of the Field Management Committee (FMC) was reported by Bridget Travers.  The council was informed that this committee was a subcommittee of Cam Vale Parish Council and thereby the Council was responsible for overseeing correct financial arrangements of the committee.  The field required considerable maintenance to return to good pasture.  It had been agreed by the FMC not to rent it out this year as income generated was not sufficient. Concern was expressed by Councillors that the FMC had turned down an income stream, however small, with ongoing annual expenses still occurring.
9.5 Longbuton Depot Working Group.- Cllr Gilchrist outlined recent events.  2 working group meetings had been attended.  Concerns regarding access to the site had been raised.  The idea of a zebra crossing had been rejected due to insufficient numbers.  The group is looking at a combination of affordable and low cost housing.  Recent development with the rejection of the Local Plan by the Government has required the Working Group to look at two possible directions, one following the path of a Neighbourhood Development Order and the other going forward with an outline planning application.  Both possibilities are being investigated.  It was noted that Longburton had received good support from WDDC.  Cllr Loder agreed to lobby and support plans by Cam Vale Parish Council.
9.6 Chris Loder, WDDC Councillor reported that he had been involved with a number of planning applications in the area.  He asked to be copied into any correspondence with regards to Lower Farm.  He had also had recent dialogue with the traffic police with regards to the A352, 40mph aspect.  They had reported that from their investigation no one was speeding on this stretch of road.  This appeared to be somewhat surprising and therefore he will arrange to accompany them on their next review.  Cllr Patterson, Cllr Loder and DCllr Bevan to discuss further how more pressure can be applied to reduce speeding problems on the A352.
9.7 The review of the Cam Vale Parish Plan – Cllr Paterson reported that some of the aspects of the plan were more a wish list and potentially not achievable.  It was agreed that a realistic review of the plan would be made for the next meeting and if areas were unachievable this would be recorded as such.
10. FINANCIAL MATTERS
10.1 The Holnest Parish Account was discussed.  It was agreed that the Clerk would review the accounts and advise at the next meeting a plan for audit and future management to meet the obligations of Cam Vale Parish Council.  

10.2 It was agreed that the Clerk would attempt to find the Cam Vale Financial Regulations so that these could be reviewed.
10.3 It was resolved after some discussion that “CAM VALE PARISH COUNCIL APPROVE THE STATEMENT of Accounts for year ended March 2014. (These accounts are based on what is available at present and does not include the Holnest Parish or the Field Management Committee Accounts)   It was agreed that Cllr Regan would become the link Councillor to review the Accounts and financial matters and then report at Council meetings.  Proposed: Cllr Williams, 2nd : Cllr Gilchrist.  Voted For: Unanimous.
10.4 It was resolved that “CAM VALE PARISH COUNCIL APPROVED THE GOVERNANCE STATEMENT WITHIN THE BDO AUDIT DOCUMENT”.  Proposed: Cllr Williams, 2nd : Cllr Gilchrist.  Voted For: Unanimous.
10.5 It was resolved that that “CAM VALE PARISH COUNCIL APPROVE THE Asset Register for year ended March 2014.  Proposed: Cllr Gilchrist, 2nd : Cllr Squires.  Voted For: Unanimous.
10.6 It was resolved that that “CAM VALE PARISH COUNCIL APPROVE THE RISK ASSESSMENT for year ended March 2014.  Proposed: Cllr Williams, 2nd : Cllr Gilchrist.  Voted For: Unanimous.
10.7 Clerks salary for 4 months.  Total: £1570.49 was agreed.
10.8 Clerks invoice for 4 months broadband at £5 per month, £40.was agreed
10.9 It was resolved that that “CAM VALE PARISH COUNCIL ACCEPT THE RENEWAL QUOTATION OF £250.91.00 FROM ZURICH MUNICIPAL INSURANCE ARRANGED THROUGH THE COMMUNTIY FIRST SCHEME, HAVING REVIEWED THE COVER AND FOUND IT TO BE APPROPRIATE FOR THE PARISH COUNCIL”.  Proposed: Cllr Williams, 2nd : Cllr Gilchrist.  Voted For: Unanimous.
10.10 It was agreed that once a closer look at the accounts and an estimate at a budget for the rest of the financial year was produced at the next meeting, only then would Councillors have a clear picture of what is available to allocate to grants (S137 money).  It was felt that grants should be awarded only on application.
10.11 Email received from the Rachel Fraiz-Browne who co-ordinates the Mighty Pod.  They can no long offer the service to Longburton due to bus problems and other commitments.  It was  agreed that financially the Parish Council and the Mighty Pod were balanced with regards to their account.
10.12 Invoice from Charminster Parish Council for 1/3 share of Speed Indicator Device Insurance costs from 1st July 2013 to 30th June 2014.  Amount:£25.93 was agreed.
10.13 It was agreed that a bill for £221.66 for the induction loop be paid, this would come from the S106 money, the rest to be ring fenced for Recreational Facilities.  Cllr Regan to supervise the accounting of this money.
