        We are seeking a Deed of Variation to the S106 agreement between Dorset Council, ourselves and Aster to get Aster not to build the children’s play area as soon as they depart, probably in about a month’s time, in order to give us the space to place our contractor’s paraphernalia. We have agreed a very reasonable off-set payment for us to build it afterwards. 

        Although a funding shortfall was still being projected is thought to be manageable if our fund- raising activities come to fruition. A key innovation is our 'Buy a Brick' scheme which is in place and clubs and groups that currently use the Existing Village Hall have been running various fund-raising activities.

         All being well, we hope to have selected our main contractor by early/mid-summer.
