MINUTES

1. Minutes of the meeting held on 15th April 2018   
The minutes were read out and unanimously agreed and signed by the Chairman.  
2. Matters arising – none arising.
3. Chairman’s report
Edwin Parrott reported that the Berkeley Field has had a quiet year with the tenancy being rolled over for another year so that Graham Sargent may continue with the management plan aimed at reducing the rush population to allow the grass and the wildflowers to flourish.  This is being achieved by grazing with sheep and regular topping.  Another year or perhaps to of this should put the committee in a position to offer the grass keep for sale.  This should help to offset the gradual decline of income from land-based subsidies to be implemented in 2021.  These will be replaced by a gradually increasing payment which will be environmentally based.  It’s not known yet how this will affect our field, but being part of the Holnest SSSI should give us a good starting point.
There was one problem this year when the Amphibian and Reptile Conservation group accidentally included their part of the field with their single farm payment application which flagged up as a dual claim on the RPA system.  Gary Powell the ARC Senior Reserves Manager was very apologetic and contacted the RPA to put things right.
Despite this Graham even with the help of Lester Williams of Symonds and Sampson has still not had all of his payment.
In August last year a work party from the ARC cleared the ponds of excess vegetation.  Graham also contracted Gary Powell to express concerns about the encroachment of blackthorn from the woodland hedge which he agreed to have removed in 2019.

4. Treasurer’s report 
Accounts were circulated by Brenda Evans and approved unanimously.  Closing Balance 31/12/18 was £3025.43, with a profit of £594.77.  This was mostly from grass keeping by Graham Sargent.  Thanks was given to Graham Sargent for all his hard work.

5. Election of chairman and committee members
· It was resolved that Edwin Parrott plans to stand down and Peter Dove is hoping to be elected at the next Glanville Wootton Parish meeting next week.  
· It was resolved that Graham Sargent stands as Vice Chairman. Proposed P. Jesty, 2nd Martin Preston.  Unanimously agreed.
· It was resolved that Brenda Evans would stand down as Treasurer and in her place Martin Preston was elected for the forth-coming year. Proposed: Paul Jesty, Unanimously agreed.
· Propose that signatories would be Paul Jesty and Martin Preston.  Proposed: E Parrott.  2nd: Graham Sargent.  Unanimously agreed.
· Thanks was given to Graham Sargent for all his work on the field.
· It was resolved that the Committee members would include:- 7 members 
4 from Holnest and 3 from Glanville Wootton.  To represent Glanville Wootton, Richard Taylor, Richard Clark and one vacancy which is hoped will be filled by Peter Dove following the Glanville Wootton Parish meeting.  To represent Holnest: Paul Jesty Martin Preston and Ben Barton.
